          Australia showed a complete change in its long-standing policy of engagement in East Timor and even achieved national consensus on the decision. The driving force is the result of seeking contact between agencies from the perspective of the role of a middle power and seeking a balance between national interests and the realization of universal values in the dilemma of national identity and location.
